Dr. Lowry shared with the Board a letter from the Department of Education
which stated that Westmoreland County Public Schools had been approved for
Fiscal Year 2010 School Improvement Funds under Section 1003(a) of the

No Child Left Behind Act of 2001. (A copy of the letter is attached to the
permanent minutes as Appendix VL)

Dr. Lowry informed the Board that the drinking water at Cople Elementary

School and Washington District Elementary School had successfully passed the
lead and copper test conducted during the period of June through September 2011
according to the Office of Drinking Water. (A copy of the letters are attached to
the permanent minutes as Appendices VII and VIIL)

Dr. Lowry informed the Board that the Virginia Department of Education had
conducted an on-site monitoring for Title I, Part C on March 8, 2011, It was
determined at that time that the division was not maintaining records for

Title 1, Part C, paid staff during the 2010-2011 school year as required by the
Office of Budget Management. Dr. Lowry informed the Board that
documentation has been provided to rectify this area in need of improvement and
that the Title I, Part C program now meets the federal and state requirements.

(A copy of the letter is attached to the permanent minutes as Appendix IX.)

Dr. Lowry informed the Board that the Westmoreland County Sheriff’s Department
had donated to the transportation department a 2006 Ford Crown Victoria.

Dr. Wallace reminded the Board that the 2011 VSBA Annual Convention will
be held on November 16-18, 2011 in Williamsburg, VA. The Board directed
Mrs. Dillard to reserve hotel accommodations for the candidates who will
replace Mrs. Mahan, Bryan Oliff and Edith Hutt on the School Board as they
may wish to attend the conference.
